Wage Theft campaign. Brave members
organized, took action together,

and spoke publicly about Ontario’s
wage theft crisis. The campaign is
giving workers confidence, winning
back wages, putting bad bosses on
notice, and demanding action from the
government.

No One Left Behind
Campaign

On February 1, 2025, US President Donald
Trump announced a 25% tariff on virtually all
products shipped from Canada to the US. The
policy triggered economic shock as companies
were forced to pay higher prices for imported
supplies, and workers experienced layoffs and
price increases.

The federal government responded with
corporate tax cuts and counter tariffs, which
failed to support workers. These measures
made layoffs and price hikes more likely, and
reduced funding for the public services we all
rely on.

A Workers-First Agenda: The Workers’ Action
Centre and Justice for Workers launched the
No One Left Behind campaign, demanding a
$600 weekly income for all workers, affordable
public housing with rent control, investment in
strong public services, and tax fairness.

March 6: We organized an online Media
Conference to push for protections for

impacted workers. Twelve journalists attended
and almost 100 people tuned in. Speakers
were Deena Ladd, our Executive Director; Jim
Stanford, Economist and Director of the Centre
for Future Work; Leonel Nava, Farm worker
and member of the Migrant Workers Alliance
for Change; Anita Agrawal, CEO, Jewels4Ever;
Nichola Taylor, New Brunswick Chair of ACORN
- Canada; and Dr. Gary Bloch, family physician
and Health Providers Against Poverty co-
founder.

March 12: We hosted an online Emergency
Town Hall to launch the campaign, and

discuss the urgency of fixing EI and ensuring
all workers have enough to live on. Panelists
were Deena Ladd and Katherine Scott, Senior
Researcher with the Canadian Centre for Policy
Alternatives. Interpretation was provided in
Spanish, Somali, Bengali, Cantonese, and
American Sign Language.

Over the next several weeks, workers
organized their communities using our posters,
leaflets, petitions, and a backgrounder on how
to fix El as an economic stabilizer. 800 people
emailed their elected representatives, and
thousands more signed paper petitions.
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In 2024, the OEERC and the
Workers’ Action Centre were
selected by the Association of
Residential Interior Designers of
Ontario (ARIDO) as the recipient
of a full-scale pro bono office
and training room renovation.
ARIDO oversaw renovations
from February to June 2025, and
brought life to the centre with
new lighting, finishings, furniture,
amenities and more.

Leaders in our partner
organizations are proud of our
redesigned space. Our members
feel at home when they come to
the new Workers’ Justice Centre
for support or events.

Grassroots groups who have
heard about our new space are
beginning to see our hub as
their connection to a community
network. We are honoured to be
able to grow the movement in
such an open, inviting space.

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September 20: Toronto Rally

We were shocked to learn of an action in
September calling for deportations organized
by an anti-immigrant, far-right group at Christie
Pits Park. Christie Pits is where WAC organizes
picnics for our members and has been where
many of our communities gather for migrant
rights or for social events.

WAC took the lead in bringing together a number
of organizations to build a strong community
response against this racist action. We were
able to build a community response of over

a thousand people from the local community
coming together with a clear message: “NO to
Hate, YES to Immigrants.”

September 20, members took to the street again
as many national groups joined together to unite
our collective struggles of migrant rights, anti-
war, anti-poverty, climate justice

and indigenous sovereignty. In

advance of the Toronto rally, WAC

created leaflets in English, Bengali,

Spanish and Tamil about Bill C-2

(now C-12), explaining the impact

on refugees and immigrants. WAC

members actively raised awareness

and educated their communities

on this anti-immigrant legislation,

resulting in large numbers of

immigrants attending the rally.

Organizing for
Power Assembly

Over 300 people participated in a weekend
assembly featuring 16 workshops, panels, and
skills-building sessions. We began Friday,
September 26 with the “Building grassroots power:
Lessons from Trump’s America” panel. Keynote
speakers were Veronica Mendez, Co-founder &
Former director of CTUL (Workers United Centre,
Minneapolis); Margarita Hernandez, Labor Director:
Grassroots Power Project (Minneapolis); and
DeAngelo Bester, Executive Director: Workers
Centre for Racial Justice (Chicago). They
explained the divide and rule strategies that

have had horrifying consequences in US cities.
Panelists stressed the need to build relationships,
challenge racism, and work intentionally to build
the infrastructure necessary to challenge racism,
xenophobia, and authoritarianism.

December 9: Congratulations, FOG graduates!

Weekend sessions included reviews of federal and
provincial legislation impacting our communities,
myth-busting around anti-immigrant scapegoating,

and a deeper dive into community-based organizing.

On September 27, a highlight was the wage theft
campaign launch, featuring workers organizing
against wage theft and winning back wages from
bad bosses.

We were excited to also host the Ontario Somali
Council. Over 40 participants attended the Friday
and Saturday Organizing for Power sessions, and
then conducted their own meeting on Sunday,
September 28. Participants were eager to connect
their struggles with Workers’ Action Centre
campaigns and the movement for decent work.

Feet On the Ground

In December, 23 members graduated from Feet on
the Ground (FOG), our 10-month leadership training
program.

Reflecting Toronto’s diversity, these magnificent
leaders speak 10 languages and come from
Bangladeshi, Latinx, South Asian, Pacific Asian,
and African communities. Leaders resided in
Scarborough, Etobicoke, Regent Park, Downtown
Toronto, North York, St. James Town and Victoria
Park. They ranged from students to construction
workers, early childhood educators, cleaners,
retail store clerks, caregivers, settlement workers,

food industry employees, and factory workers.
They opened up possibilities to connect with and
organize a variety of workers!

For the first time, we trained leaders in three
languages at once (Bengali, Spanish, English)!
They first got comfortable with WAC’s work through
Political Education, Know Your Rights, WAC Info
Session, Outreach & Base Building, Door Knocking,
and Organizing Conversations. Then they went out
into their communities to speak with workers about
their rights.

Leaders organized member meetings, outreach, and
MP visits; facilitated Know Your Rights workshops;
attended rallies; and supported workers. This
passionate group was always open to learning,
taking risks, and working across their different
communities.
